The OECD assistance also revolves around 

supporting implementation on certain themes 

within circular economy across the region, through 

provision of expertise, regional knowledge 

exchange and OECD and EU good practice 

transfers. This support is delivered in different 

formats, such as workshops, capacity building 

sessions, or other peer-learning exercises, that 

best fit the specific objective and optimise 

knowledge-sharing.
